After a year in World War Twwvo,
residents and friends of Alexan-
drla Township met on June 6,
1943, to dedicate ifs Honor Roll.
This was held in conjunction with
the 18th annual Memorial Service
0f the Hunterdon County Patriotie
Order of Sons of America. Sev-
eral hundred people were in at-
tendance. Mr. H. B. Weller, clerk
of Alexandria Township, acted as
Master of Ceremonles snd Mar=
shal of the parade which formed
at his home angd marched past the
store up to the P. O. S. of A
Lodge Hzll. Here Major C. Ryman
Herr, of Flemington, dslivered the
dedicatory address, In the course
of this Major Herr said, "Renew
vour faith in Ged If you want to
renew your strength,” referring ta
our nation as a whale and to each
as individuals.

The Honmor Roll, a beautiful
white tablet frimmed with red
and blue and erected In front eof
the Lodge Hall, showing the
pames of sevenky-three bays of
our township in the service was
prezented by the Defense Council.

Mr. and Mrs. John Fitzgerald of
our townoship who have the dis-
tinction of having five sons in the
service, did the unveiling of the
Hopor Roll. As they fnished a
large American fag, alse pre-
sented by the Defense Council was
