RESOLUTION 2018- 092 PROVIDING FOR FINAL APPROVAL OF COST SHARE FOR THE
ALICE MILLER FARM
BLOCK 9, LOT 10 AND BLOCK 10, Lot 74

WHEREAS, the New Jersey State Agriculture Development Committee (SADC)
has certified a market value (CMV) of $7,700.00 per acre for the development
easement on property in the Township of Alexandria known as BI. 9, Lot 10 and BI. 10,
Lot 74 consisting of approximately 67.29 +/- acres, with one non-severable exception
area totaling approximately 1.5+/- acres, owned by Alice C. Miller (“Owner”) also known
as the “Alice Miller Farm”, which farm is contained in Alexandria Township’s Round
Municipal Planning Incentive Grant list of farms and for which the Property Owners
made an individual application to the Hunterdon County Planning Incentive Grant
Program; and

WHEREAS, the aforementioned 1.5 +/- acre non-severable exception area
contains a single family residence; and

WHEREAS, the Property appears to have zero (0) single family residences, zero
(0) agricultural labor units and no pre-existing, non-agricultural uses outside of the
exception area; and

WHEREAS, the Township has been advised that the SADC’s proposed cost share
for said farm will be at approximately 60% of the CMV with a resulting cost-share from
the County of Hunterdon and the Township of Alexandria at 20% of CMV each, or
approximately $1,540.00 per acre; and

WHEREAS, the Township notified the Property Owner of the CMV and has
received a written acceptance from her by her attorney in fact Harold M. Miller, Jr.
dated August 3, 2018.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Township Committee of the
Township of Alexandria, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey:

1. Grants, authorizes and commits its final approval to fund the purchase of the
development easement by the County of Hunterdon on the Alice Miller Farm owned by
Alice C. Miller known as BI. 9, Lot 10 and Block 10, Lot 74 in the Township of Alexandria
and County of Hunterdon, based on the cost share calculated by the SADC in the
amount of 20% of the CMV of $7,700.00 per acre (65.79 +/- acres x S 1,540 +/- = §$
101,316.60 +/-), subject to any adjustments for survey or title.

2. Funding for Alexandria Township's portion of the cost share for acquisition of
the development easement will come from the Township’s Farmland/Open Space Trust
Fund.



3. The Township’s funding is conditioned on both the SADC and the County of
Hunterdon adopting final resolutions approving their respective cost-shares and the
County of Hunterdon entering into a contract with the Property Owners for the
purchase of the development rights easement on the Alice Miller farm, BI. 9, Lot 10 and
Block 10, Lot 74 in Alexandria Twp.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Municipal Clerk is directed to forward
certified copies of this Resolution to the Hunterdon County Agricultural Development
Board and the New Jersey State Agriculture Development Committee as requested and
required.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Resolution shall take effect immediately.
